This checklist has been developed as a guide for assessing your house resistance to a
possible Home Invasion. Answering ONoO to a question indicates areas where you could
take action to improve the security of your house.

It is important that your address visible from the street to assist emergency services
locate your home.

Landscaping Trees and other landscaping should be maintained to
increase visibility into your yard and reduce hiding places. Tree branches should
be trimmed to prevent intruders accessing second story windows, balconies or
skylights.

DOoO0rs External doors and frames should be of a solid construction, and fitted
with quality deadlocks. Fire regulations must also be met to enable occupants to
escape during emergencies such as fires. Install a peephole to help you identify
people at the door before opening it. Also, consider installing patio bolts on
sliding doors for added security of your home.

Your local Library, Police
Station or Neighborhood Watch may have an engraver or ultra-violet pen you can
arrange to borrow.

Safe, key and valuable controls consider installing a safe for

added security for your valuables. The safe should be concealed, securely
anchored to he foundations and kept locked when not in use. Keys (including
vehicle keys) should not be left in locks or in plain sight, as thieves may use them
to gain entry to your home and/or steal your vehicle. Spare keys should not be
hidden outside the home.  Limit the amount of cash kept at home, as this is often
not covered by insurance. Also secure jewelry do not keep valuables in plain

sight.

Remember to
regularly check the battery and test the system.
